Bakgrund: Nar ett barn ar i livets slutskede ar det manga som blir kdnslomassigt paverkade. Inte minst barnsjukskoterskan som
vardar barnet och dess familj. Barnsjukskoterskan far kénslor och erfarenheter som behdver hanteras. Syfte: Var att belysa
barnsjukskoéterskors erfarenheter av att varda barn i livets slutskede. Metod: En kvalitativ induktiv design anvandes dar
semistrukturerade intervjuer genomférdes med barnsjukskoterskor. Resultatet analyserades enligt innehallsanalys. Resultat:
Barnsjukskoéterskornas relation med barnet och familjen hade stor inverkan pa hur vardandet kunde bli och vilka kanslor som
uppstod. Deras erfarenheter var att arbetssituationen paverkar och paverkas. Kanslor, bade svara och fina, beskrevs uppsta hos
barnsjukskoéterskorna. Slutsats: Att varda barn i livets slutskede ar komplext. Verktyg behdver arbetas fram for att hjalpa
barnsjukskoéterskor att hantera de kanslor som uppstar.
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Abstract

Background: Many people are suffering emotionally around terminally ill children. Not least the pediatric nurse caring for the child
and family. The pediatric nurse experience emotions in need of processing. Aim: for this studie was to higlight pediatric nurses
experiences of caring for children in the final stages of life. Method: A qualitative method was used where semi-structured
interviews were conducted with pediatric nurses. The results were analyzed according to qualitative content analysis. Results:
Pediatric nurses experiences that the interaction with child and family had a great impact on how the caring process would end up.
Their experiences was that their working situation had an impact and were also effected. Emotions, both tough and sensitive, were
experienced by the pediatric nurses. Conclusion: caring for terminally ill children are complext. The pediatric nurses are in need of
tools helping them in the coping process.
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
